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This volume (CJ3189) covers a period of 60 years. It contains reports released by the Office of Justice of the prisoners on Robben Island. 

Each report contains two distinct categories, ‘Europeaanen/Europeesen’ (company officials and freeburgers), and ‘Indiaanen’. 

The second heading ‘Indiaanen’ serves as an umbrella term for free persons from South East Asia (a large number from Ceijlon), for slaves (Company slaves and/or slaves of private owners), and former slaves (listed as ‘vrijswart’), Khoisan (listed as ‘Hottentot’ and ‘Bosjesman’ respectively), ‘Euro-Khoisan’ (listed as ‘Bastert’), and then the royalty, political leaders and religious leaders who were captured and banished to the Cape of Good Hope.

Most reports have the following headings: (1) Number, (2) Name, (3) Place of birth, (4) Place punished, (5) Month and year of sentence, (6) Duration of sentence. In most cases there are no details about the nature of the crimes committed. 

In 1793 a large group of Island prisoners were brought to the mainland to work on the fort (fortificatie). In December 1793 there were 115 Island convicts working on the fortifications. Another nine were brought from the Island to the Slave Lodge. Amongst this group in the Lodge were one burger, one Khoi, Radeen Toemongo Agie, Prince Minte of Ternaten, King Euginius Monoppo of Bolong and Mongodo, and a Muslim imam, Achmat from Mandura (p.322). In 1794 these prisoners were still housed in the Lodge. In the convict lists for the next ten years there are no further references to the Radeen, the King and the Prince.

In 1798 five slaves from the Island were appointed as ‘Caffers’. In 1799 another five slave convicts were released to take up this position in the colonial justice system.

Some titles/descriptions used in the convict reports:

- Adapattij/Adapati:  Dipati is a ruler of the first order on Java.

- Grote: e.g. ‘Savoneesche Groote’ ?

- Modliar: Mudaliyar, Singalese title of the head of a province or district, ‘great-governor’, a military rank amongst the Singalese. See ‘Don’.

- Ratoe Bagus: In Bantam the title of the son of a sultan.

- Soera/Surige: Suruhan is the person who conveys orders and messages from the ruler, Suruh means to command. Suba is the head of a region or province. 

- Tantrigeij: ? - Willigameije: ?
- Vidaan/vediaan/vidane: Senior Sri Lankan official, supervising head of town/village.

- Wehelle/welle: e.g. ‘synde hoofdrebellen van de welle Badde Pattoe’ ?
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
